Observation – noun
1.The act of examining, noting, and recording facts for scientific study, or the record or data resulting from this.
 2. The act or fact of being observed: 

Our group made careful observations during the experiment.   
We all learned from the observation in the lab.

Our teacher made formal observations which will be part of our grade.
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Observe – verb
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To notice or perceive; to watch carefully; regard with attention; to make a careful observation of something for a scientific purpose:  
We observed the behavior of the mice after they were given sugar.

Observable – adjective

Perceptible; able to be observed:  
We noticed an observable difference in attitude in the students after discussing the 7 Habits.
There are many observable differences between the sedimentary, metamorphic, and igneous rocks.
