Correspond – verb
To write or communicate:  

Most people correspond with email or text messages these days.

To match up, be compatible, in agreement, in harmony:  

Find the definitions which correspond with the vocabulary words.  

To be similar or equivalent in character, quantity, origin, structure, or function:  
You will notice that many words in the English language correspond with words in Spanish, French, Italian, and German.  These words are called “cognates.”
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Correspondence – noun
1. communication by letters:  

We enjoyed our correspondence with our pen pals from Africa.

2. the letters exchanged in this way:  

We made a bulletin board displaying our correspondence.
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3. relationship or similarity:  
We learned about the correspondence between several organisms in science.
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
