Chronology – noun
1.  table or list that gives the exact dates of events 

2.  system of arranging time in periods and assigning dates to events; arrangement of the exact dates of events in the order in which they happened

synchronous – adj.  occurring or existing at the same time or having the same period or phase
synchronize – verb.  make synchronous and adjust in time or manner; to happen at the same time.
